-Take some amazing photos to the 40 meter (~133,3 feet) Statue of "Genghis or Chinggis" Khan on a big
horse on Tsonjin Boldog Hill is located just ~3kms (~1,5miles) to "Chinggis" Tourist Traditional Ger Camp.
-Horseback ride through the vast Tuul river Valley to the old temple of Manchurian Princess. Visit Gunjiin
Sum Buddhist temple. Here lies the grave of Queen of the Mongolian 'Ephu’ king Dondovdorj, who was
married to the sixth daughter of a Manchu king. Dondovdorj built the temple in 1740 after the death of his
gueen. It is his monument to the woman who had once been awarded the title of "Diligent and Kind", and
who was poisoned by the Manchus after she displeased them with her support of the Mongolian people.
-Enjoy the view of this dense pine forest of Siberian Taiga area, rich in wildflowers and berries during
summer season.

FTHE MAIN TOUR IN DETAILS:

& Day 1 Arrive in Ulaanbaatar (D)

Upon arrival in UB, you will be met at the airport or at the Ulaanbaatar Railway Station and are
transferred to the selected hotel or to Mr. Gomez Hostel (in two options). Free time. 18:00-Evening National
Performers (concert which includes the Tsam dance, traditional Mongolian singers, dancers, Tuvan throat
singing and contortionists). Have a welcome dinner at local restaurant "El Latino", featuring Mongolian and
Western specialties. Overnight at hotel or to Mr. Gomez Hostel (in two options).

& Day 2 Ulaanbaatar city tour-Tuul River Nomad’s Valley-Chinggis Tourist Camp (B, L, D)

Breakfast. In the morning, visit Gandan Lamasery, the largest Monastery in Mongolia (80 foot tall statue of
Buddha, practicing Tibetan Buddhist Lamas), the Buddhist ceremony at 10:00AM and experience the
Tibetan-Buddhist tradition. Afterward, drive to the "Tuul river Nomad's Valley" (~55kms/27.5miles)-this is a
beautiful valley of streams. There are national gers in beautiful natural locations, so it's easy to meet with
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locals and see their daily lives, interact with them. The river Tuul is one of the longest rivers of the country,
flowing from the Khentii Mountain Range. The valley of the river has been called sacred for centuries by the
nomads as they truly respect the nature especially the rivers and the surface water . Free time. Welcome
dinner with traditional Mongolian barbecue meal (khorkhog), which is mutton cooked with hot rock and with
vegetables, water, potatoes, and onion. Overnight in "Chinggis" Tourist Base Camp. Have your first ger
camp experience. "Chinggis" Tourist Traditional Ger Camp is Highly recommended by "Lonely Planet
Mongolia" by the author Michael Kohn.

& Day 3 Horseback along the Tuul River Valley-Giant Statue of Chinggis Khan (B, L, D)

Breakfast. Afterward, we will meet the horsemen and will saddle our horses and prepare for the ride,
while the packhorses are being loaded. As we start, we will ride along the Tuul river, into the foothills to
witness this amazing landscapes and wild life. Horseback to the Giant 40 meter (~133,3 feet) Statue of
"Genghis or Chinggis" Khan on a big horse on Tsonjin Boldog Hill is located just ~3kms (~1,5miles) to
"Chinggis" Tourist Camp. Meet with Nomadic families and see their daily lives, interact with them, to show
you theirs animal training, feeding, milking, food preparation, etc. Enjoy this amazing scenery of wide-open
steppe with rolling hills in the background and river. Overnight at the "Chinggis" tourist base camp.

& Day 4 Horseback to Gorkhi/Terelj National Park-Turtle Rock-Arraybal Temple (B, L, D)

Breakfast. Leaving the Tuul river Nomad's Valley and the "Chinggis" tourist camp behind us. You will be
accompanied by local horsemen, your guide and cooking staff. We will cross the Tuul river towards to
"Gorkhi/Terelj" National Park for or tour to Turtle Rock and to the Arryabal Buddhist monastery on the top of
the mountain. Throughout the four hour ride (about 25 kms/12,5miles), we will enter dense pine forest of
Siberian Taiga. Enjoy the view of this area, rich in wildflowers and berries during summer season. The forest
consists of Aspen, Larch and Birch trees which support wolf, eagles. birds, and others animals. Explore 100
Lamas Cave, where 100 Lamas hided from the soviets repression. Overnight at the tourist base ger camp.

& Day 5 Horseback to Bagabayan (B, L, D)

Breakfast. Leaving the nomadic family behind us towards to "Bagabayan" (about 15 km/7.5miles), we will
see golden eagles, woodpeckers, and other birds. You will be accompanied by local horsemen, your guide
and cooking staff. Camping in tents.

& Day 6 Horseback to the Old Temple of Manchurian Princess (B, L, D)

Breakfast. Leaving the tents camp towards to "Gunjiin" or "Manchurian Princess" Temple in Khentii
National Park . Horseback ride through the vast Valley to the old temple of Manchurian Princess (15
km/7.5miles). Arrive at the Gunjiin Sum Buddhist temple. Here lies the grave of Queen of the Mongolian
‘Ephu’ king Dondovdorj, who was married to the sixth daughter of a Manchu king. Dondovdorj built the
temple in 1740 after the death of his queen. It is his monument to the woman who had once been awarded
the title of "Diligent and Kind", and who was poisoned by the Manchus after she displeased them with her
support of the Mongolian people. Enjoy the view of this dense pine forest of Siberian Taiga area, rich in
wildflowers and berries during summer season. Camping in tent close to Manchurian Princess Temple. Take
a rest. Camping in tents.
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@ Day 7 Horseback to Ar Tuul river (B, L, D)

Breakfast. After breakfast, horseback ride to "Ar Tuul" river (about 28 km/14miles). We will set up camp
on the bank of the river. You may be invited to share a cup of airag or koumiss (fermented mare's milk) with
these friendly and hospitable people. Camping in tents.

& Day 8 Horse riding back to Chinggis Tourist Camp (B, L, D)

Breakfast. Today, on horseback ride we back through the vast Tuul river Nomad's Valley to the "Chinggis"
tourist camp (~28 km/14miles). Leave our horses at the "Chinggis" tourist camp. Overnight at the "Chinggis"
tourist camp (hot water, showers, western style toilets and restaurant are provided).

& Day 9 Ulaanbataar (B, L, D)

Breakfast. Afterward, drive back to Ulaanbaatar. Transfer to the hotel. Free time and some shopping.
Farewell dinner. Overnight at hotel.

& Day 10 Departure Mongolia or Post tour (B)

Breakfast.Transfer to Ulaanbaatar airport or to the Railway Station. Departure Mongolia. End of our
services.

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THE BEST TIME TO GO

Mongolia is vast! Generally, it is recommended to pay your visit from May to September when the grass is
green.

-Please note when you choose your clothes:

April to May, or on September: warm days and cool nights around (6-10°C).

June, July to August: is summertime, days around (15°C-30°C), nights around (10/20°C).

DANGERS/ANNOYANCES

Mongolia is a safe place to be. As a visitor you are unlikely to experience any serious problems. However,
like anywhere else there are a few things that visitors should be aware of, things that will need extra care
and attention. Pick pocketing and bag slitting is most common in crowded places such as the black market,
on buses or at tourist attractions such as Gandan Monastery. Bag-slashers attack "obvious tourists"
frequently at the following locations: Black Market (bazaar), outside Post Office, Railway station, and
crowded bus lines in Ulaanbaatar city. Valuables should be kept in a money belt and kept underneath your
clothing or in the security box at your hotel in Ulaanbaatar city. Be careful about being seen with large
amounts of money outside.

In the countryside of Mongolia: there is not any problem. The nomadic families are very hospitable. We

ask you to remember that when we visit the nomadic people, we are guests in their homes, so it is
appropriate to offer them small gifts in return for their hospitality.
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
