Tour Highlights: Upon your arrival in Ulaanbaatar ``Genghis (Chinggis)´´ Khan New Airport 

(52 km/32.3 miles), meet Samar Magic Tours team. Mongolia Adventure Gobi Desert Tour 

gets you to the Natural Wonders of Southern regions of Gobi Desert. Tsagaan Tsuvarga in 

Middle Gobi (Stupas or White Pagodas, about 280 km/174 miles, 6hours drive from the 

Bagazarin Chuluu Rock Formations): are located approximately 426 km (265 miles) from 

Ulaanbaatar, and 30 km east of the main road Ulaanbaatar - Umnugobi (Gobi South). The 30-

60 m (196.85 ft) high, 400 m (1312.34 ft) long, colourful limestone formation was once the 

ocean floor where visitors find marine fossils and shells. Its colours stand out in the morning and at 

night. Tsagaan Suvarga got its name because its shape resembles relict Buddhist stupas or 

pagodas. There are some trails to walk down and up through the cliffs. Opportunity to photograph 

its colors in the morning and at night. The Gobi Desert is the source of many  important  fossil  

finds,  including  the  first  dinosaur  eggs.  Despite the harsh conditions, these deserts and the 

surrounding regions sustain many animals, including black-tailed gazelles, marbled polecats, 

Bactrian  camels,  Mongolian wild  ass  and  sand  plovers.  They are occasionally visited by snow 



 
 

 

 

leopards, brown bears, and wolves. Camel riding, meeting nomadic people, staying in a 

traditional tent, seeing grasslands and beautiful vistas. Explore Yolyn Canyon in Gobi Desert. 

Climb up the towering piles of the Khongor Largest Sand dunes. Expedition to the 

Spectacular Flaming Cliffs in Gobi Desert, where many fossilized dinosaur bones and eggs have 

been found. We would be pleased to have you join us!.

DAY BY DAY ITINERARY: 
 

Day 1-Upon your arrival in Ulaanbaatar `` Genghis Khan´´ New Airport and after custom 

formalities and baggage claim, you will be met by Samar Magic Tours team and taken to the 

centrally located hotel in Ulaanbaatar (by hotels policy the check-in time is after 02:00PM/14:00). 

Ulaanbaatar City Grand Tour: visit the Gandantegchinlen Monastery is a Tibetan-style 

Buddhist monastery that has been restored and revitalized since 1990. The Tibetan name translates 

to the "Great Place of Complete Joy". It currently has over 150 monks in residence. It features a 

26.5-meter-high statue of Avalokitesvara. It came under state protection in 1994. 10:00AM-Here 

you will have the opportunity to attend a Buddhist ceremony. Next, we will visit a small 



 
 

 

 

museum of dinosaur fossils. The centerpiece of the museum is the 4m-tall, 3-ton ultraviolet 

Tarbosaurus bataar (cousin of Tyrannosaurus rex) and a smaller Saurolophus, with its 

distinctive cranial crest. The Tarbosaurus bataar made international headlines in 2012, when it 

sold for more than US$1 million at an auction in Texas. The Mongolian Government protested that 

the fossil had been illegally removed from Mongolia and demanded its return. The legal battle ended 

when a US judge ruled in favor of Mongolia. Nicolas Cage has agreed to return a rare dinosaur skull 

to the Mongolian government. The Oscar-winning actor bought the Tyrannosaurus bataar skull in 

2007, not knowing it had been stolen. Authorities said he voluntarily agreed to hand over the skull 

after learning of the circumstances. The museum also includes examples of Velociraptor and 

Protoceratops, and a nest of Oviraptor eggs. It is located inside the former Lenin Museum, built in 

1974. Here you will see a large statue of the Genghis Khan-inaugurated in 2006 on the occasion of 

800th Anniversary of the Great Mongolian Empire of Genghis Khan (1206-2006), the Sukh 

Baatar Hero along with The Parliament House, Stock Exchange, the Drama Theatre and the Palace 

of Culture. Visit the National History Museum-where you will see artefacts from Mongolia and 

Central Asia from the Stone Age to the present. Visit the National History Museum-where you will 

see artefacts from Mongolia and Central Asia from the Stone Age to the present. Welcome lunch in 

traditional local restaurant. Visit the New Museum "Genghis  Kan"  ("Chinggis Khaan"), 

opened in the month of Octubre 11, 2022. The museum is designed to show the history of the 

Mongol kings from the reign of King  Hunnu  Modun  Shanyu to  the  abdication of  the  Eighth 

Jebtsundamba. 06:00PM-Mongolian National Performers (concert which includes the Tsam 

dance, traditional Mongolian singers, dancers, Tuvan throat singing and contortionists). Transfer to 

hotel. Overnight at selected and confirmed hotel. Dinner is not included. (L) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Day 2-Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team at reception of the hotel. Drive towards 

to visit the 40meter /~133,3 feet Genghis Khan Statue on horseback (55km/34mi) N/E of 

the Mongolian capital Ulaanbaatar. The statue is symbolically pointed east towards his birthplace. It 

is on top of the Genghis Khan Statue Complex, a visitor center, itself 10 meters (32 ft 10 in) tall, 

with 36 columns representing the 36 khans from Genghis to Ligdan Khan. Visitors walk to the 

head of the horse through its chest and neck of the horse, where they can have a panoramic view. 

Near the Great Statue of Genghis Khan, we can take beautiful photos with the Kazakhs and their 

Golden Eagles, rides on the backs of Bactrian camels, or rides on Mongolian horses 

through the steppes, shooting with a bow and arrow (*extra payment at the same place). 

Mongolian lunch is included on the way.  After, continuous drive north further to reach 

Gorkhi/Terelj National Park. Seeing grasslands and beautiful vistas. The valley is about 

20kms/12miles long at 1600m. This picturesque National Park is a part of Khan Khentii Strictly 

Protected Area. It is a great place for hiking, trekking, even you can rock climb here at its natural 

steep granite walls. Explore the Turtle shaped original giant rock - symbol of Gorkhi/Terelj 

National Park. Walking & Easy Trekking to Arryabal Meditation Temple, on the top of the 

small hill. Drive back to Ulaanbaatar. Transfer to hotel. Overnight at selected and confirmed

Day 3-Breakfast. Meet Samar Magic Tours team at reception of the hotel. Drive towards south to 
Baga Gazariin Chuluu Rock Formations – located in Delgertsogt sum, Dundgovi province and 
surrounded by plain. The highest one is 15 km long and 10 km wide granite stone-mountain 
elevated at 1768m above sea level. You will see rocks and stones in unique shapes and buries of 
Mongols from Middle Ages. Today, we explore the ruins of Sum Khukh Burd Temple. It was 
built in the 10th century from rocks transported from over 300kms/187 miles away.

Day 4-Breakfast. Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Drive towards to Tsagaan Tsuvarga White 

Stupas or White Pagodas, about 280 km/174 miles), 5-6hours drive from the Bagazarin 

Chuluu (Rock Formations). Tsagaan Tsuvarga (Stupas or White Pagodas) are located 

approximately 426 km (265 miles) from Ulaanbaatar, and 30 km east of the main road Ulaanbaatar 

- Umnugobi (Gobi South). The 30-60 m (196.85 ft) high, 400 m (1312.34 ft) long, colorful 

limestone formation was once the ocean floor where visitors find marine fossils and shells. Its colors 

stand out in the morning and at night. Tsagaan Suvarga got its name because its shape resembles 

relict Buddhist stupas or pagodas. There are some trails to walk down and up through the cliffs. 

Opportunity to photograph its colors in the morning and at night. Overnight in tourist Gers camp.

Day 5-Breakfast. Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Drive to Gobi Desert in South Gobi province. 

Explore Yolin Canyon on foot in Gobi Gurvansaikhan National Park-was established in 1993, 

and expanded to its current size in 2000. This is the largest national park in Mongolia. Famed 

for its rich bird habitat, Yolin Canyon or commonly known as (Vulture’s Gorge) was originally 

established as a bird preserve and later for its stunning beauty and great hiking options Yolin 

Canyon became one of the major destinations in Gobi. Here you will have the opportunity for 

hiking in the ice valley of Gobi, the stunning landscapes. There is a small museum, which 

displays dinosaur eggs, some bones and stuffed birds and leopards. Overnight in tourist Gers camp.

Day 6-Breakfast. Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Drive towards to the Largest Khongor Sand 

dunes. Exploration and enjoy and climb up.  Visit an authentic camel breeding family. See 

their real nomadic life and ride two humped camels around. Overnight in tourist Gers camp.

Drive towards to Bayanzag (Rich in Saxual) 

or  Flaming Cliffs  in Gobi   desert.   Explore Bayanzag (Rich in Saxual) or Flaming Cliffs-

here Roy Chapman Andrews, an American palaeontologist and staff of the Museum of Natural 

History in New York first found 4-6 inches dinosaur eggs here in 1922. Bayanzag is referred as 

Flaming Cliffs for its amazing colours and shape). Enjoy the Gobi sunset at the legendary 

“Flaming Cliffs,” which glow brilliantly at sunrise and sunset. Overnight in tourist Gers

Day 8-Breakfast. At the time finally confirmed by the National Air Agency. Meeting with the team 

Samar Magic Tours. Transfer to Dalanzagad Gobi desert local airport. Take the flight to 

Ulaanbaatar (about 2.00 flight hours). Meeting with the Samar Magic Tours team at the New 

Airport ``Genghis Khan´´ (52 km/32.3 miles), and taken to the centrally located hotel in 

Ulaanbaatar (*by hotels policy the check-in time is after 02:00PM/14:00). Rest of the day of 

rest at hotel. Overnight at selected and confirmed hotel. Dinner is not included. (B)(L). 

 

Day 9-Breakfast. 10:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team at reception of the hotel. Next, visit 

Zaisan Hill, which offers an overview of Ulaanbaatar.  Next, we will visit the Buddha statue, 

located at the base of the 75-foot-tall (23-meter-high) Zaisan Memorial. Below the statue is a  

 



 
 

 
 

 

 

small room containing sutras and images of Buddha and his disciples. Last Shopping for 

souvenirs and cashmere. Lunch is included in local restaurant. Overnight at selected and 

confirmed hotel. Dinner is not included. (B)(L) 

Day 10-Breakfast. The rooms must be vacated before 12 noon on the day of departure. Meeting 

with Samar Magic Tours at the hotel reception. Transfer to Ulaanbaatar `` Genghis Khan´´ New 

Airport. Departure Mongolia. (B). Tour Ends.

Gurvasaikhan National Park, Gorkhi/Terelj National Park, monuments, museums, and 

monasteries. 

Visits an authentic family nomad with camel herds in the dunes of the Gobi Desert. 

Attend a folk show with the fascinating sounds of khoomi throat singing and Mongolian dance. 

Excursion to explore the dunes on the back of a Bactrian camel.  

Gentle hiking through wonderful landscapes. 

Service fees include 10% VAT, 2% Ulaanbaatar city tax and 5% service charge for Ulaanbaatar city 

hotels.

• The entrance to the rooms in the hotels of Ulaanbaatar is at 02:00PM (14:00). Early entry to 

rooms is not included. 
 

• The departure of the rooms in the hotels of Ulaanbaatar is at 12:00M. Late check-out of rooms is 

not included. 

 

• When visiting nomadic families: you must enter the Ger from the left side and with your right 

foot. Once you cross the threshold, your hosts will invite you in, telling you where you should sit. 

The correct thing to do is to bring a gift for the nomads' children, never money because it is 

offensive. They can be sweets, cookies, chocolates, candies, colored pencils, caps... some whim of 

this style.
