They are 

occasionally visited by snow leopards, brown bears, and wolves.  Camel riding, meeting nomadic people, staying 

in a traditional tent, seeing beautiful vistas. Explore Yolyn Am Canyon in Gobi Desert. Climb up the towering 

piles of the Moltsog Sand dunes. Expedition to the Spectacular Flaming Cliffs in Gobi Desert, where many 

fossilized dinosaur bones and eggs have been found. Observe the saxaul vegetation. We would be pleased to have 

you join us!.

Day-by-day Itinerary: 
Day 1-Pick up at hotel or guesthouse, transfer to airport to take your flight Ulaanbaatar/Gobi Desert (about 1.30-

1.50hrs). Arrive and to be transferred. Drive towards to Moltsog Sand dunes. Exploration and enjoy and climb 

up to the sand dunes and ride two humped camels. Visit an authentic camel breeding family. See their real 

nomadic life. Drive back to Bayanzag (Rich in Saxual) or Flaming Cliffs in Gobi Desert.  Explore  Bayanzag 

(Rich  in  Saxual)  or  Flaming Cliffs-here Roy  Chapman Andrews,  an  American palaeontologist and staff of the 

Museum of Natural History in New York first found 4-6 inches dinosaur eggs here in 1922. The large dinosaur 

skeletons placed at the Museum of Natural History in Ulaanbaatar was also found here by a Russian-Mongolian 

expedition. Bayanzag is referred as Flaming Cliffs for its amazing colours and shape). Observe the saxaul vegetation. 

Enjoy the Gobi sunset at the legendary “Flaming Cliffs,” which glow brilliantly at sunrise and sunset. Overnight in 

Tourist Gers Camp. (L)(D) 

 

Day 2-Breakfast. Drive towards to Yolin Am Canyon or Valley of Vultures in the Gobi Gurvansaikhan National 
Park, was established in 1993, and expanded to its current size in 2000. This the largest national park in Mongolia. 
Here, you will have the opportunity for hiking in the ice valley of Gobi, the stunning landscapes. There is a small 
museum, which displays dinosaur eggs, some bones and stuffed birds and leopards. Explore the area on foot. 
Overnight in Tourist Gers Camp. (B)(L)(D) 

 
Day 3-Breakfast. Transfer to Gobi local airport. Take your flight back Gobi Desert/Ulaanbaatar. Arrive and transfer 
to the indicated place. (B). End of our services.
