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TOUR DESCRIPTION: We will attend the Opening Ceremony of the National 

Festival in Ulaanbaatar. This is the most important cultural, nomadic, social, 

and sporting event in Mongolia. It formally commemorates the 1921 Revolution, 

when Mongolia declared independence from China. 

 

This is Mongolia’s high season, when all hotels and services are crowded, and large 

gatherings take place. However, the content and vibrant atmosphere attract hundreds 

of thousands of tourists from all over the world to witness this important event. 

The three traditional games—wrestling, horse racing, and archery—were 

recorded in a 13th-century book, The Secret History of the Mongols. In 2010, 

Naadam was inscribed on UNESCO’s Representative List of the Intangible 

Cultural Heritage of Humanity. Another popular Naadam activity is playing games 

with shagai (sheep ankle bones), which are used as game pieces and as symbols of 

divination and friendship. 
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Mongolian National Wrestling: This spectacular event takes place at the Central Stadium. A 

total of 512 wrestlers competes, but only one will emerge as the winner. The first to touch 

the ground, except with their hands or feet, loses the match. 

Before each round, wrestlers honour the judges and audience with the Eagle Dance, a 

traditional ritual performed again by the victor after each bout. 

Titles are awarded according to the number of rounds won: 

Nachin (Falcon): awarded to a wrestler who wins 5 rounds. 

Zaan (Elephant): awarded to a wrestler who wins 7 rounds. 

Arslan (Lion): awarded to the national champion, the wrestler who wins all 9 rounds. 

Avarga (Champion): a title of great prestige, granted to a wrestler who has twice earned the 

title of Lion.

The Authentic Mongol Nomadic Show demonstrates 

the traditional lifestyle of Mongolia’s nomads, the breeding and use of five types of 

livestock while moving from one place to another, using ox carts, yaks, camels, and 

horses. Mongolian Lunch included at the camp. Return to Ulaanbaatar (35 km/22 

miles, +2.00 hours of travel, depending on traffic in Ulaanbaatar). Transfer to the hotel. 

Overnight at the selected hotel. (B+L). 

JULY 8, Day 3: 09:00AM – Meeting with the Samar Magic Tours team at the hotel 

reception. Ulaanbaatar – Genghis Khan Equestrian Statue – Ulaanbaatar. Lunch 

included at a local restaurant.

JULY 6, DAY 1:  

ARRIVAL IN ULANBAATAR/GRAND TOUR OF ULANBAATAR/WELCOME LUNCH 

Welcome Lunch 

Upon your arrival at the New ``Genghis´´ Khan Airport in Ulaanbaatar, the capital of 

Mongolia. Reception by the Samar Magic Tours team. Exchange money at the 

airport banks. Transfer to the hotel (52 km/32.3 miles, +2 hours travel time, depending 

on traffic. *Rooms can be used only from 2:00 PM on the day of arrival. A 

mandatory early check-in fee is required if tourists wish to check in early or 

leave their luggage at the hotel reception until 2:00 PM). 9:00 AM - Meet with the 

Samar Magic Tours team at the hotel reception. Panoramic tour of Ulaanbaatar: We 

will visit the highest and most important Buddhist Monastery in Mongolia, 

Gandan, which houses a 25-meter-high Buddha. Gandan Monastery was founded in 

1809 as the Yellow Temple. The Monastery houses a library with the Gandjuur Buddhist 

scriptures (8 volumes), their commentaries (225 volumes), and other scriptures using 

the nine precious stones. It was declared a State Heritage Site in 1994. 10:00 AM - 

Here there is an opportunity to attend a Buddhist ceremony. Nicolas Cage agreed 

to return a rare dinosaur skull to the Mongolian government. The Oscar-winning actor 

purchased the Tyrannosaurus bataar skull in 2007, unaware it had been stolen. 

Authorities said he voluntarily agreed to hand over the skull after learning of the 

circumstances. The museum also includes examples of Velociraptor and Protoceratops, 

and a nest of Oviraptor eggs. Visits include the Mongolian History Museum, with a rich 
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collection of historical and cultural artifacts from the Stone Age to the present day, 

Sukhbaatar Central Square, and the Genghis Khan Monument Complex, built in 

2006 to commemorate the 800th anniversary of the founding of the Mongol State or 

Mongol Empire by Genghis Khan (1206–2006) and located across from the Mongolian 

Parliament and Government House. 1:00 PM - Welcome lunch included at a 

traditional local restaurant. Transfer to hotel. Accommodation at the selected hotel. 

Dinner not included, at your own expense. 

 

JULY 7, DAY 2:  

ULAANBAATAR/AUTHENTIC MONGOLIAN NOMAD SHOW/ULAANBAATAR 

Breakfast and Lunch  

Breakfast. 7:00 AM - Meet with the Samar Magic Tours team at the hotel reception. 

Then, depart west for an Authentic Mongolian Nomad Show (35 km/22 miles, +2.00 

hours travel time, depending on traffic at departure), from 10:00 AM to 1:00 PM. The 

Authentic Mongolian Nomad Show demonstrates the traditional lifestyle of Mongolian 

nomads, raising and using five types of livestock while moving from one place to another 

using oxcarts, yaks, camels, and horses. We can also observe what a Ger looks like. The 
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Mongolian Ger, one of the symbols of Mongolia, is traditionally made. All furniture, 

pots, and clothing are antiques, reflecting the characteristics and manners of the central 

Khalks. Mongolian lunch is included on-site. Return to Ulaanbaatar (35 km/22 

miles, +2 hours travel time, depending on traffic at the entrance). Transfer to the hotel.

JULY 8, DAY 3:  

ULAANBAATAR/GREAT EQUESTRIAN STATUE OF GENGHIS KHAN/ULAANBAATAR 

Breakfast and Lunch 

Breakfast. 8:00 AM - Meet the Samar Magic Tours team at the hotel reception. 

Departure for the excursion heading N/E to the Great Equestrian Statue of Genghis 

Khan (55 km / 34.2 miles, +2.0 hours travel time, depending on traffic at departure). 

Part of the ``Genghis´´ Khan Sculpture Complex, this is a 40-meter-high statue of 

Genghis Khan on horseback, on the banks of the Tuul River. The statue symbolically 

points east, toward his birthplace. At the base of the sculpture complex is a 10-meter-

high visitor center with 36 columns representing the 36 khans of Genghis Khan and the 

Ligdan Khan dynasty. Designed by sculptor D. Erdenebileg and architect J. Enkhjargal, it 

was inaugurated in 2008. Visitors can access the horse's head, through its chest and 

neck, for a panoramic view. We will visit a museum integrated into the complex, showing

exhibits related to the Bronze Age and archaeological cultures of the Xiongnu of 

Mongolia, highlighting everyday utensils, belt buckles, knives, sacred animals, etc.; and a 

second exhibition on the Great Khan period of the 13th and 14th centuries, showcasing 

ancient tools, goldsmithing, and some Nestorian crosses and rosaries. At this location, 

you can rent horses and camels with local guides, and you can also take photos 

with the golden eagles and Kazakhs (*additional payment on-site, directly to 

the locals). Return to Ulaanbaatar (55 km/34.2 miles, +2.0 hours travel time, 

depending on traffic at the entrance). 1:00 PM - Lunch included at a local restaurant 

in Ulaanbaatar. 6:00 PM - Enjoy a Mongolian folk singing and dancing 

performance. Transfer to the hotel. Overnight at your selected hotel. Dinner not 

included, at your own expense.

This is a 

tough test of strength and skill for horses of different ages and for riders from 3 to 10 

years old. Riders are girls and boys. Picnic lunch included. Return to Ulaanbaatar 

(35 km/22 miles, +2.0-4.0 hours travel time, depending on traffic on departure). 

Transfer to hotel. Overnight at selected hotel. Dinner not included, at your own 

expense. 
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JULY 11, DAY 6:  

NAADAM FESTIVAL OPENING CEREMONY/COMPETITIONS BEGIN 

Breakfast and Lunch 

Breakfast. 8:00 AM - Meet with the Samar Magic Tours team at the hotel reception. 

Transfer to the Central Stadium. 11:00 AM - Upon the arrival of the national flag at the 

stadium, we will attend the opening ceremony of the Mongolian National Day—the 

Naadam Festival, celebrating the Mongolian Revolution and independence from China. 

Competition Attendance: 512 wrestlers take part in the Naadam. Archery: The 

target consists of 360 leather hoops fixed to the wall, measuring 40–50 cm high and 4 

cm long. Men and women shoot 40 and 20 arrows. The "Taba" (Taboo Throw): This 

involves throwing a bone with your fingers and attempting to hit two "Tabas" (bones) 

placed on a board about 10 meters apart. Lunch included at a local restaurant. 

Transfer to the hotel. Overnight at the selected hotel. Dinner at your own expense. In 

the evenings, numerous cultural and entertainment programs are offered. A fireworks 

display takes place to celebrate the national holiday. 
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JULY 12, DAY 7: NAADAM FESTIVAL CLOSING CEREMONY

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E-VISA FOR TRAVELING TO MONGOLIA: The electronic visa application system of Mongolia 

(https://evisa.mn/en) – just 3 steps and your e-visa is ready! The system was launched on 

June 1, 2021, as part of the amendments to the Law on the Legal Status of Foreign Nationals, 

according to the Immigration Agency of Mongolia (IAM). This means you no longer need to 

complete paperwork, send your passport, or submit a printed application form for consular 

processing. Under the amendments, this service is designed for foreign nationals who wish to 

travel to Mongolia for tourism purposes and require an e-visa from abroad. Currently, citizens 

of 99 countries are eligible to obtain an e-visa for tourism purposes (K2) 
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FACT SHEET OF MONGOLIA 

 

Currency: The official currency in Mongolia is the Tugrik or Tugrug (T). It comes in banknotes 

of 10, 20, 50, 100, 500, 1,000, 5,000, 10,000, and 20,000 Tugrik. It is advisable to bring 

EUROS or USD and exchange them progressively. Currency exchange can be done at banks 

and hotels in Ulaanbaatar. 

 

Climate: Known as the land of the blue sky, but its climate is extreme and severe. Siberian 

winters cover the Gobi Desert with snow until April and keep lakes frozen until May. The rainy 

season is short, from mid-July to September, with brief and light showers. Nights are cool 

even in summer. 

 

Approximate temperatures in Mongolia: 

 

 [around 14°C daytime, 6º °C nighttime. 

Occasional rain, generally cool.] 
Spring: May 

Summer: June-August [28–30 °C daytime, 18 °C nighttime. 

Mostly dry with occasional rain.] 

Autumn: September. [21–16 °C daytime, 0 °C nighttime. Dry 

and cold.] 

 

Luggage: The lighter the luggage, the better. A soft backpack or travel bag is recommended, 

plus a small daypack for essentials during the day (camera, skin and lip cream, binoculars, 

canteen, and flashlight). A raincoat or poncho and a good parka, warm clothes for high places, 

light cotton clothes, sunglasses, and a cap for midday heat, as well as comfortable footwear, are 

recommended. Clients are advised to bring binoculars. 

Small first-aid kit: mosquito repellent, saline solution, gauze, aspirin, paracetamol. 

Electricity: 220V, 50Hz. European round plug. 

Clothing: No special requirements regarding dress, just respect local customs. 

Photography: The country is one of the most photogenic in the world, with its landscapes, 

wildlife, culture, and people. Entrance fees to museums, National Parks, and Monasteries are 

included in the trip according to the program, but photography is not. In many monasteries and 

temples, photos are not allowed unless you pay the set fee. Always check before taking photos, 

as notices are written in Cyrillic or Mongolian, often unintelligible for us; once you take a 

picture, payment is immediate. 

Food: The basis of food in Mongolia is meat. Lamb and flour form the base of most meals. The 

Mongolian diet also includes horse meat. Milk and yogurt have an exquisite though strong 

flavor. Cow and goat cheese are common. 
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Milk may not be pasteurized, and some dairy products can therefore be unsafe. It should be 

boiled, and foods should preferably be consumed cooked. This is the health guideline, but in 

reality, once you stop at a Ger, guests are always invited to enter and offered aromatic airag 

(fermented mare’s milk) and goat, yak, or sheep cheese, all acidic and dry. Refusing would not 

be polite. 

Shopping: Bargaining is not common in Mongolia. Even bargaining, you won’t usually pay less 

than 70% of the asking price. Some shops offer handicrafts, postcards, and clothing. Also 

available are carpets, leather and fur products, as well as cashmere and camel hair items. 

Wooden toys, puzzles, and games, along with oil paintings and watercolors. In the capital’s 

stores, European products are available—expensive, especially in the State Department Store 

and other new shopping centers—which carry almost anything you may want, both Mongolian 

and foreign. 

Precautions: Mongolia is a safe place for tourism; there are no drugs, assaults, or weapons. 

However, as anywhere in the world, one must be cautious with pickpockets. 

It is recommended that upon arrival at the hotel you immediately place in the hotel safe 

(in the room or at reception): passport, visas, money, documents, valuables, etc., before going 

out for visits in Ulaanbaatar. Be careful in restaurants, pizzerias, cafés, markets, the central 

post office, and monasteries, where there are pickpockets. 
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
